General Tips: 

 

All coloring may only be done with colored pencil.  Students should write 
information in pencil and then go over it with colored pencil after the draft has 
been checked. 
 
Leaves must not be torn or have any holes or bugs. You may want to collect 
several samples of the same leaf in case one rips-see attached Leaf Collecting 
Sheet  
 
Please collect only broadleaf leaves –no conifer needles.  
 
There are several local nature preserves with the trees already labeled.   You can 
also consult library books to identify leaves. 
 
Extra leaves may be collected and pressed at home.  They will be considered 
for extra credit. 
 
Remember that your student may turn in anything that is ready for approval 
prior to the due date.
